SAO World Sports: Community Recreational Dynamics

in Building Social Capital and Identity in Rural Thailand

Abstract

In an era when people increasingly seek social connection and balanced well-
being, sports activities organized by Subdistrict Administrative Organizations (SAOs) in
Thailand have evolved into a complex social phenomenon, popularly referred to by
local youths as “SAO World Sports.” This term highlights both the seriousness of
competition and the dynamic nature of social relations within rural communities. The
objectives of this article are to 1) analyze the role of SAO sports as community-based
recreational activities influencing well-being, society, and culture; 2) assess their
potential as mechanisms for strengthening social capital and community dynamics; 3)
develop and propose a systemic framework that conceptualizes SAO sports as a
recreational mechanism for sustainable development; and 4) provide policy and
management recommendations grounded in sustainable recreation. Drawing on
literature synthesis, field analysis, and contemporary recreational frameworks, the
findings indicate that SAO sports are not merely platforms for entertainment or health
but mechanisms that foster holistic well-being, reinforce social capital, and preserve
local identity through shared spaces for intergenerational learning, collaborative
networks, and the reproduction of community culture. At the same time, these
activities are embedded with competitive pressures, intergroup tensions, and resource

constraints that can undermine social harmony and equity if not effectively managed.
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Accordingly, this article proposes an integrative framework linking well-being, social
capital, and sustainable development as a practical tool for designing and managing
SAO sports. Such a framework enables SAO sports to transcend annual local events
and evolve into a community strategy that strengthens civic engagement, stimulates

grassroots economies, and enhances the resilience of Thai society in the long term.
