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ABSTRACT

This paper present management guidelines for coastal erosion by stakeholders participation:
A case study of Chaolao and Laemsadet beach, Khlong-kood subdistrict, Thamai district, Chanthaburi
province. The aims of the project were divided into two parts; to examine the problems of coastal erosion
and to propose management guideline for coastal erosion in the study area. 25 stakeholders and 95

stakeholders were conducted with the technique of in depth-interview and focus group.
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The results of the study demonstrated that low capability of data on natural resources manage-
ment, lack of knowledge and awareness on coastal erosion, low participation of communities in conserva-
tion and weak leadership characteristics are the main problems related to coastal erosion. Therefore,
management guidelines for better coastal erosion should cover increasing capability on information of
natural resources, providing better knowledge and awareness of coastal erosion for stakeholders, encour-

agement wider public participation, strengthening law enforcement, and, finally, appropriate budget allo-

cation.
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
