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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) determine the level of needs for student quality and 2) analyze the
student and classroom factors affecting needs for student quality. The sample of this study was 690
students in grades 10-12. The instruments used to collect the data were questionnaires with a reliability
between 0.66 t00.86. The data consisted of the variables of student level and variable of classroom level
and the hierarchical linear model analysis by HLM program was applied. The major results are as follows.
1) The major needs of student quality were at the average level and the first needs of student quality of
affection were at the rather high level. The second needs of student quality of cognition were at the middle
level. Finally, needs of student quality of happiness were at the middle level. 2) The student-level variable
of endurance has a negative significant effect on the needs for student quality. 3) The room-level variable

does not have a significant effect on the needs for student quality.
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
