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Social Skills Development for Primary Students with Autism

in Inclusive Schools by Social Stories Approach
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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to develop social skills for primary students with autism in Khon Kean
inclusive schools by social stories approach during November 2008 to September 2009. The results of the
study were as follow: First phase was to study problematic social skills using survey research 46 primary
schools. The problematic social skills of 81 students with autism were revealed the self control, the
communication, and play and work with others. Second phase was action research about social stories
development. There were 2 cycles; In the first cycles, construct general social story it was found that there
were 8 problematic skills that could be use as social stories. Social story comprise 1 directive sentence, and

2-5 descriptive, perspective and affirmative sentences which should totally not more than 10 sentences.
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In second cycle, stories selected from first cycle, were tailored and used for subject with high function

autism. Third phase was to study the results of social stories used by using a single subject design with

multiple baseline across behaviors. Reading a social story to a student with high functioning autism. It was

found that the problematic social skills at baseline, intervention, and after intervention were decreased as

follow 1) overtook the queue were 2.67, 0.71, and 0.00 2) jump out the row were 2.10, 0.30, and 0.20

3) hit a friend were 0.87, 0.10, and 0.00.
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
