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Satisfaction Level Towards Corn Variety of Samlee Isarn

Waxy Corn Growers in the Northeastern Region
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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at identifying growers’ satisfaction level on Samlee Isarn waxy corn variety
grown in the northeastern region of Thailand. A survey research was conducted and 134 Samlee Isarn
waxy corn growers were interviewed during February-May 2009. The data were analyzed and arithmetic
mean was used to express growers’ satisfaction level. From research finding, it was found that the majority
of Samlee Isarn waxy corn growers in the Northeastern Region planted the crop after rice growing season.
The crop was planted two plants per hill. The most preferred spacing was 50x50 cm. The growers earned
8,323.42 Baht per rai from selling the produces. The most important problems faced by the growers was
that the stem and corn ear were too high to be reached easily by the growers. Moreover, it was also prone

to be damaged by wind. The waxy corn growers were highly satisfied with most of the variety features of
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the Samlee Isarn waxy corn. The growers with different waxy corn growing experience were satisfied
differently on the plant height. The growers with 1-2 years of growing experience were more satisfied

with the plant height than growers with 3-4 years of growing experience. Therefore, the related institute

should be continually made standard and also developed breeds for the growers’ satisfaction.
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
