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Factors Influence Health Security of Rural Families
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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study aimed to describe the factors component which influences health
security of rural families. Conclusion was based on social capital concept. It is conducted by a quantitative
method. Data was collected through questionnaires’to housekeepers or household who healths care within
family in Nong Bua Lam Phu province during July - August 2009 covered 339 samples’and analyzed by
LISREL.

This study show that three factor components which influence health security consists; 1) Family
Social Capital 2) Community Social Capital and 3) External Communities Social Capital. The factors
which influence health security such as, firstly is community social capital (A=2.25), secondly is external
communities social capital (A=-1.76) and finally is family social capital (A=.64). The all of these had
predicted health security of rural families as 39.0% (R”=.39). Suggestion should be growth plans for
support social dimensions increase, and should be building the social solidarity within community for health

security through social capital, also should be encourage the promotion of family association within group
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in community. Including should be constructed family social capital network which would have promoted

in health security increase and maintains the health security sustainable in the future.
