ABSTRACT

This research was a descriptive study to find out the response rates for mail surveys
and impact factors on response rates for mail surveys in nursing sciences and public health
research. The secondary data were collected from graduate thesis of Faculty of Nursing and
Faculty of Public Health from government Universities. All theses had been published in
Thai Library Integrated System of Office of Higher Education Commission from 2008-2012.

This study used descriptive statistics: percentages, mean, standard deviation, median to
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calculate basic statistic information, and uses inferential statistics: weighted mean for
response rates, and 95 % confidence interval of weighted mean. The results had been shown that
a response rates for mail surveys in nursing sciences and public health research mean of
90.01 (95% CI = 87.9 -92.1). Factors associated with response rates were: number of questions,
replying deadline, sender name on cover letter, advance notice and coordination, mail receiver
and mail reply. Therefore data collection using mail survey is one of effective methods in

nursing science and public health research because this method has nearly high response rate.
