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Abstract

This research aimed to examine the impact and relationship between information
technology resource and firm performance via modern information technology capability as a
mediator in Thai real estate businesses. The questionnaires were used as the tool for collecting
data from 114 IT directors of real estate businesses in Thailand. The statistical techniques used
for the analysis of the collected data were simple regression analysis, and multiple regression
analysis. The results indicated that Information technology resource in aspects of IT infrastructure
resource, IT human resource, and IT relationship resource had relationship and positive effects on
the firm performance via modern IT capability in aspects innovation creation, marketing planning,
and supplier relationship as a mediator. The results of the research can be used as a guideline in
managing of the real estate business by, focusing on investing in information technology
resources and promoting modern information technology capability, in order to competitive
advantage, better performance, and sustainability.
