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Abstract

Achieving learning outcomes in online causes necessitates a high level of students'
self-regulation. In the first semester of 2021 academic year, Srakrajomsophonpittaya school
students commenced their classes with online learning due to the COVID-19 situation. In order
to support student learning during the difficult period, this study aims to investigate the
influence of demographic factors and learning style satisfaction on student’s self - regulation ability.
The finding exhibited that there was no significant association between demographic
factors and students' self-regulation. Survey results also revealed that on-site study
was preferred over online learning by 92.2% of students. 51.1% of students satisfied with
the on-demand learning style, while student with 35.6% chose the blended learning approach.
However, only 13.3% of students decided to complete online classes as their better alternative.
Furthermore, students’ self-regulation in terms of learning atmosphere arrangement stood
at the good level, while goal setting, task strategies, time management, help-seeking,

and self-evaluation were moderate.
