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Creation and Application of Discipline Equations
for Raising the Knowledge of Learners

Abstract

This article aims to formulate the learner's discipline model through mathematical
equations and the application of disciplinary equations of learners with the aim of making teachers
and students understand easily. Equations are a subject that all learners have experience and
learn during their studies in educational institutions at all levels. This requires instilling in learners
a disciplinary structure to nurture. Elements of the discipline equation consist of prioritization,
time management, and conditions of time which is related to the time of all learners.
In addition, when applying the equations in a variety of dimensions, both the student dimension,
the classmates’ dimension, and the social dimension, it can be clearly reflected prominently
in the issues of acceptance leading to the raising of learners' knowledge.
